the emergence of sing, sign & step

Last month, | described how our Children’s
Worship shifted gears in 2002 under the direction of Andrea and Kevin
Tait. Worship singing incorporatad songs that used “motions™ to
express praise, many of which were actual American Sign Language signs
for the words that were being sung. Some simple creative and
interpretive movements were also included in order to guide our
children into worship using their entire body.

| also shared how our children became more involved in not only
participating, but in leadership and creative development. Various
teams were formed that would help with sound, video, worship,
teaching, etc.

One unique team was formed to worship in a manner that included
all the individual aspects of creativity usad in Childran’s Worship., This
team used choreographed movements to various worship music. At
times, they used their voices. At times, their voices were silent while
their praise was sung with thair hands through “signing.” Thisworship
group became known as the Sing -Sign-Step Team, and their first creative
affort was “Shackles,” a song that talks about how lesus took the
shackles off our feet so we can dance, and from our hands so we can lift
them in praise to Him.

Since that first dance routine, the kids have learned other dances,
and choreographed several more of their own. The creative movement
and creativity led usto “Arise My Love,” a powerful song that talks
about the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. This song became the
cornarstone of the " Easter Gift,” a worship presentation designed and
implemented by the S.S.S. Team on Resurrection Sunday, 2008 (a DVD is

available upon request).

Over the past four years, the Team has had the opportunity to minister during Harborfest. In addition,
they have ministered at a Hope Reformed Church Ministry Kick  -Off event, at the Church of The Nazarene in
South Haven and for “Church on the Bluft.” They even participatad in the “Bangor’s Got Talent”
competition.

[twasin 2009 that the Team was taken to another level. The American Baptist Women's Conferance
invited the Team to worship when they met at Alma College. In addition, they were asked to teach some of
the interested teens who were attending the conference. Their participation opened the door for an
invitation to minister at a Celebration Service at the Northside Community Church in Ann Arbor, MI.

In 2010, the Team was invited to minister during two services at the Clarklake Community Church in
Clarklake, M. Again, the invita induded atimea of instruction for the church’s taans. In early April, the Taam
ministered on a number of occasions during the Pearlington, MS Spring Break Missions Trip. It was at this
time that the Team was divided (for the first time) into two separate teams so that they could minister at
different locations. Later in April, they were invited to the First Baptist Church of Battle Creek where they
ministered during their two services: one in English and one in Burmese. Following the services, the Team
spent a significant amount of time meeting with the church and teen leadership regarding development and
vision. In June, the Team patrticipated in a Youth Rally event in the Coloma  —Watervliet area, and at
Harborfest.

With each passing year, God continues to provide opportunities for the Team to minister. New
challenges continue to arise. Where will this all lead? The ministry is leaving that decision up to God. Their
responsibility is to allow themselves and their gifts to be used by God as He sees fit for their good and for His

glory.

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Prophecy Corner

Thessalonians

Last time we examined The Rapture and the rise of the Antichrist. Now we'll examine the time after the Rapture as he comes

to power. In Isaiah 17:7 -8 we find that there will be a revival of faith in Christ. Unfortunately it will be short lived. We fin d just
two verses later that "You have forgotten God, your Savior." The revival was a reaction to the Battle of Damascus, (and very

likely also to the Rapture) but was also very important to prophecy. Reading Revelation 6:9  -11 we find the opening of the fifth
seal. The first four seals cover the rise of the Antichrist. Here we find the souls of those killed for the sake of Christ. | fthere
were no revival among the people left behind there wouldn't be so many souls killed for the sake of Christ. Their faith is re al
and widespread. It is also why the antichrist has such a hard time eradicating believers. | always thought that these were the
souls of those killed throughout history, but if you read the portion carefully you'll see that the people who killed them are still
alive in the world. This limits the time when  they were killed. Also God had not started pouring His wrath out on them. The
Tribulation hasn't started yet! In Revelation 6:16  -17 we find that the wrath is come just then. That is why the people call on t he
rocks and mountains to fall on them. Interestingly they call on them to fall on them, not to kill them but to "hide" them. It is

also possible that they will be worshipping the rocks (crystals)  as is popular now among "New Age" practitioners. The

Tribulation begins in revelation 6:12 -17. What is the time before the Tribulation, but after the rise of the Antichrist? In

Matthew 24:8 Christ calls this time the "beginning of birth pains." He sums up events that will happen during this time. In

verse 9 we find the beginning of the Tribulation. Israel will be hated by all nations because of Christ. In Ezekiel 39:21 -22 we
find that the whole world will know that the tribulation has come upon them from God.  From that day forward Israel will
know Christ. That is why the world will hate Israel for the sake of Christ. Since Israel has turned to Christ, God will now defe nd
them. That is why He pours out his wrath; the world has turned against His people, Israel. Jeremiah 30:14 -16 tells us that God
will treat Israel as an enemy, but they turnto  Christ and he defends them. This is supported by Hosea 5:14 -6:1. God will pour
out his wrath on Israel until they repent. ~ When they do, He saves them. Next time we'll examine this time in more detail.
